Health Guarantee

Labradors of Antler Trails are registered with  AKC (American Kennel Club).  All Antler Trails puppies should be registered with AKC.  If this is not done, the health guarantee is void.  The health guarantee is only applicable to the original owner who purchases the puppy from us.  

We recommend the buyer visit their veterinarian within 5 days of pick up for a general puppy exam.  If the veterinarian finds the puppy unhealthy, contact Antler Trails within 24 hours.  A refund will be given upon the return of the puppy and all the paperwork associated with the puppy, along with a written statement from the attending veterinarian stating the dog's condition.  Seller is not responsible for any veterinarian, shipping or travel expenses.

Antler Trails guarantees to the original owner the puppy will achieve an OFA (Orthopedic Foundation for Animals) hip rating of Excellent/Good/or Fair.  Hip x-rays must be performed by a board certified veterinarian according to OFA guidelines and submitted to OFA after 24 months of age and no later than 30 months of age.

If a female, hips must not be x-rayed 30 days before or after her heat cycle.

Antler Trails guarantees to the original owner the puppy's eyes to be clear of hereditary defects as determined by CERF (Canine Eye Registration Foundation).  Eye exam must be done by a certified veterinarian ophthalmologist according to CERF standards before the dog reaches 30 months of age.

To honor this guarantee, Antler Trails requires a copy of all vet statements, pictures and x-rays of the affected dog.  To obtain confirmation of the diagnosis, our veterinarian will review the dog's case.  In the event the dog is diagnosed with hip dysplasia or hereditary eye disorder, return the puppy/dog for a refund of your original purchase price to Antler Trails.  Shipping/transportation or vet expenses will not be reimbursed.  All registration paperwork must be returned with the dog and ownership signed over to Antler Trails.  In the event you wish to keep the dog, Antler Trails will refund the original purchase price minus the $200.00 deposit.  The puppy/dog must be spayed or neutered to ensure defects will not be passed on.  You must provide proof of spay/neuter from your vet before refund will be issued.  

This guarantee will be void if:

· the dog has been bred or used at stud

· proper nutrition, exercise & training were not provided by new owner

· obesity or overwork contributed to the development of hip dysplasia.

As a condition of our guarantee, Antler Trails requires upon diagnosis, notification of diagnosis before any corrective surgery, major treatments or major decisions are made regarding the puppy/dog.  We reserve this right to seek a second opinion in order to be certain the treatment is in the best interest of the puppy/dog.  Failure to comply with our notification request will void this guarantee.

If at anytime in the dog’s life, you are unable to no longer care for the dog, you agree to notify us.  Antler Trails has the first right to refusal.  If needed, Antler Trails agrees to serve as the foster home until a new home is found for the dog.  We always want to know where and how are puppies/dogs are during their lifetime.

Purchase Agreement

You will be purchasing a puppy from the following litter:

Sire:  Rick’s Raging Wildfire of Antler Trails MH
Dam:  Princess Rose Thornbird
The purchase price is $850.  A deposit of $200 will be required to place your name in the picking order.  We will be accepting deposits for 3 male pups and 3 female pups.  All pups should be yellow and owner of the sire & dam reserves the right to be first pick of the above litter.  We accept cash or personal checks (personal checks must clear before placed in the picking order).  Upon receipt of your deposit, your name will be added to the picking order, in the order they are received.  You will receive a letter confirming your picking order and a copy of the purchase agreement signed by both parties.

All puppies will be vet checked, dewclaws removed, wormed and first vaccinations.  Pups will also be micro-chipped.  Antler Trails puppies are sold as AKC Limited Registration unless otherwise decided by Antler Trails.  With AKC Limited Registration, you may register your puppy with AKC and participate in AKC Obedience or Performance Events.  You will not be able to compete in AKC Conformation Events and any offspring of the dog will not be eligible for AKC registration.  To obtain Full Registration, the buyer agrees to provide Antler Trails with OFA rating certification, CERF documentation, and CNM or EIC status (if unknown when purchased as a puppy) when the puppy has reached adult age. 

The buyer agrees to:

· annual veterinary check-ups including annual heartworm checks

· keeping all immunizations current

· administering heartworm preventative per veterinarian recommendations

· provide adequate housing according to state law

· confine the dog in a fenced yard or kennel run (do not use a rope or chain!) 

· proper nutrition, exercise & training
The buyer agrees not to:

· breed or use for breeding unless limited registration is lifted by seller and dog has passed OFA & CERF clearances

· contribute to the development of hip dysplasia by over working the puppy/dog or letting the puppy/dog become obese. 
Antler Trails will have updates on our website for you to follow:

· the progression of the pregnancy

· the whelping

· each individual puppies progress posted weekly

When you pick up your pup, you will receive the following items in your puppy packet:

· your puppies pedigree 

· OFA, CERF, EIC & CNM status information of sire & dam

· vaccinations & worming records

· puppy’s nutrition information, what the puppy eats, how much to feed and a bag of puppy food
· AKC Registration Paper

· AKC Micro-chip Recovery Papers
